Proposal

We are concerned that many people within reach of help are not getting that help because they are troubled by the emphasis on “God” in the program of Alcoholics Anonymous. We would like to think that those who believe in God would also believe that God would want A.A. to be there for everyone, regardless of beliefs. We need such a pamphlet to make this clear to everyone in A.A., especially newcomers.
