Chair: Nick: verbatim:  I appreciate everyone’s commitment to our amazing fellowship and Area 17 I want to thank everyone for letting me be of service to this Area. What an honor and experience. I want to thank Elizabeth for all of her support as Alternate Chair and for chairing the October committee meeting. Mahalo. I have chosen not to stand for position due to professional time commitments that would not allow for adequate commitment to a position. Possibly another day and time, Gods Will. It is exciting to be here for Election Assembly and we have a great group to choose from for our next officer panel. Since our last assembly I have worked to prepare the agenda for the October committee meeting. November Election assembly, fielded calls and emails and participated in a service workshop in No Ka Oi district, reviewed monthly contribution reconciliations and attended the Pacific Region Forum. Speaking of Pacific Region Forum, the event was very informative and I personally got a lot out of the weekend. The first night consisted of sharing from trustees class A and B. I went to the mic during general sharing to ask trustees what they consider when deciding whether to place and item on agenda for conference. I was asking to gain some insight into why the motion regarding agnostic pamphlet submitted by our area was not included in agenda topic. I did not ask specifically about the pamphlet and they did not answer directly about the pamphlet. To summarize answer, it was that there is not a set criterion in to what they consider. It was mentioned that if a motion comes from an area that does carry some weight through is not an ultimate decider. Also whether a similar item had been considered before A curious answer that was provided by Madeline, our regional trustee, is that she does consider the financial impact of a potential motion before voting to include it as an agenda item, factoring in the cost of creating a new pamphlet etc. This maybe a reality but I would hope that if a pamphlet has potential to help still suffering alcoholic that we look for every possible mean to create it. The second day was full of great presentation and general sharing. A couple of thought that came out of this is: That the sun never sets on AA (how about that!!) literally the sun does not set on AA. Also a new idea that we could use new technologies such as power point to better our service and excite others about service. Interesting presentation given on this. Also their was a topic on focusing on carrying the message versus getting tied down into procedural minutia in respect to general service. I personally think that our area does a good job a balancing this. I do thing that we do have to pay some attention to procedures and respect that we will from time to time have to spend some attention on this. We need to trust our trusted servants but our trusted servants need to trust us when we ask questions. The highlight of the forum was evening breakout chaired by Vernon . We had trustees and conference coordinator (staff member) in the session. We got to ask some very tough questions directly to them and ask for direct answers. We discussed the new procedure of “commit to committee” I was told that this was done for the first time in history of conference as a way to handle record number of floor actions. They were looking for a way to get through these and finish the conference. They are reviewing whether to continue this practice in future. What I did get clear on which was a relief is that the trustees are not looking to curtail floor actions in the future. Also was able to ask about the move in include Class B as chairs. We got some good information on this. I came away from this meeting with a better understanding that trustees are human and that they make mistakes they admitted as such in the meeting but that honestly they are trying to their best for AA. Not that I did not believe this but must admit I can be a bit suspicious of motives from time to time his was personally very reassuring for me. Doug conference coordinator had noticed that I had asked a bunch of questions over the weekend and gave me his card and personal invitation to call him anytime to get clear and accurate information. This is great and I plan to take him up on his offer. My understanding currently only Class A are in the final running. Third day I was taken by the commitment level of trustees. Leonard Blumenthal outgoing Chair spent 133 days away from home in 2007 serving in his role. Madeline spent 77 days away from home serving as Regional Trustee. Unbelievable level of commitment. I personally wondered if we are asking to much of these folks. They are not compensated for their time outside payment of travel, lodging and food cost. Lastly, I was struck that this was General Managers last pacific regional forum and that we will also have a new chair next year so with major change in leadership I was discussing this with new non trustee director during my travels to mainland and he said it will be the largest rotation of service in history with all new directors, trustees and new chair and GM. One big thing I personally came away with from forum was that Trustee and Delegate are service positions very similar to other service commitments in AA it really personalized this for me. I am sure things will be a bit different which I personally think is good as we need to change from time to time but at the same time we will all still be focused on the primary purpose of maintain our own sobriety and helping the still suffering alcoholic. We change and at the same time stay the same. This forum helped me personally and enriched my service experience. I want to thank you all again and God Bless

Delegate- Vernon verbatim: I have just returned from Spokane attending the Pacific Regional Forum. Wow! Just as stated above the forums are designed to enhance participation by AA members and communication with General Service Board Staff, Grapevine staff, General Service office staff, etc. The US and Canada has 8 regions. We are a part of the Pacific Region consisting of 15 area from California, Hawaii, Nevada, Utah, Arizona, Oregon, Washington State, Alaska and Idaho. We come together at the Forum once every other year similar to {RAASA, (Pacific Regional Alcoholics Anonymous Service Assembly). Area 17 (Hawaii) will be hosting PRAASA in 2011 at the Sheraton Waikiki in Honolulu. The forum is an education for all involved. Not only do New York and the General Service Board listen and stay connected with the membership, everyone present learns more about how the structure of AA operates. Thanks to the vision of our founders Dr. Bob and bill W. and the old timers Alcoholics Anonymous is a worldwide movement. In his report, Leonard Blumenthal, Class A Trustee, non-alcoholic Chairman of the general Service Board Shared in his presentation that, worldwide, over 25 million people die of alcoholism every year! The forum is an education for all involved. Not only do New York and the General Service Board listen and stay connected with the membership, everyone present learns more about how the structure of AA operates. Thanks the vision of our founders Dr. Bob and Bill W. and the old timers Alcoholic Anonymous is a worldwide movement. In his report, Leonard Blumenthal, Class A Trustee, non-alcoholic Chairman of the general service Board shared in his presentation that, worldwide, over 25 million people die of alcoholism every year! The forum was chaired by our Regional Trustee Madeline P. W had presentations on the AA grapevine Board and La Vina by board members as well as presentations on Alcoholic Anonymous World Services (AAWS) by director George M. Some have asked me if the trustees are paid. They are not. They are volunteers and receive no pay. WE had presentations by Class A and Class B trustees including Class A trustee Rogelio Flores, a judge of 23 years. Flores is a wonderful speaker who has sent 10-15,000 defendants to Alcoholics Anonymous in his career! He answered an often-asked question, “why judges do sent drug addicts to Alcoholics Anonymous? The answer- they don’t know any better. They need education and once educated they can make more informed decisions. He emphasized how important our Co-operation with the Professional Community Committee is in letting judges, doctors; probation officers know what AA is, we are and what we aren’t. Our Trustee at large, Dorothy W. along with others, helps to carry the message of hope AA offers worldwide to those suffering by nurturing countries that do not have the unity or resources we have. While in Kuwait attending a convention, all literature had to be covered up and hidden due to government restrictions. Also she attended Trinidad’s 52nd AA convention, Hungary and turkey 14th annual conventions. Russia celebrated 20 years of AA being in their country. Our trustees also visited AA in Greece, Croatia, and Mongolia where transportation was a camel and accommodations were tents. Dorothy also visited Iran, where alcohol is illegal. Perhaps a year ago or more I attended an AA meeting on Oahu where a recovering alcoholic originally from Iran shared. She was returning to Iran to carry the AA message. She shared how, because alcohol was illegal in the Muslim country of Iran, alcoholics sometime resorted to drinking gasoline. I thought perhaps I had miss heard but Dorothy did confirm that fact which speaks to the desperation of our disease. Dorothy also related that she had indeed met and worked with the person in Iran I had just spoken about. I was deeply touched by her presentation as she shared the overwhelming gratitude she experienced from the countries she visited to see AA visiting their country. She shared that the people she meets touch her heart and live with her forever as she shares her experience, strength, and hope. We need each other. We are people who normally do not mix but we do mix and we mix very well. She shared the china has 7 AA meetings. A member shared while visiting Afghanistan an AA meeting started on an airbase so that our soldiers have an AA meeting to attend. Throughout the Forum we had general sharing sessions and opportunities to ask questions directly to those able to answer them. A panel by past trustees, a rich depository of AA history concluded the forum. Greg Muth gave a presentation on self-support where among other things shared Hawaii Area 17 and a 21% increase in groups contributing from approximately 42% to 64% Delegates from the Pacific Region gave presentations on such topics such as “attraction rather than promotion,” “our primary purpose” “7th tradition” and “sponsorship” Workshops were given about the AA grapevine, singleness of purpose, AA history, what does GSO do for my group, AA websites, general service, the group conscience and protecting ourselves from apathy. I facilitated a workshop called, “How are decisions affecting AA Made?” Colin H DCM from district 11, attending the forum on his own dime acted as scribe and recorded the minutes for the final forum report. The conference process was discussed with Doug R. conference coordinator; Paul C. Trustee and George M, director of AAWS present as well as Hawaii Area 17 past delegate Scott C. The workshop was really about learning how our conference process works. It was great to have Doug, Paul, George M. and Scott present to answer questions directly. I had the opportunity as facilitator to keep my mouth shut, listen and assist in the flow of discussion. Briefly, every decision made by group conscience form the home group to the General service Conference affects AA. Some questions discussed were: “are the trustees fair about allowing agenda items to the conference?” “Is the fellowship informed and is due time being taken before decisions are made?” Different ideas were discussed about changing the conference process. Trusting our trusted servants is not a one-way street. Transparency builds trust. A good healthy airing of diverse opinions and viewpoints was heard. Diversity is our strength. Dialogue, dissent, asking questions are part of what keeps us healthy as long as this is done with mutual respect of each other. Serving as Delegate has been and continues to be a journey of transformation for me by challenging me to do and be more, providing spiritual experiences, opening my mind to new ideas and letting go of the old ones. Old ideas and limitations shaped by old experiences and serving AA or anyone else beside myself is a new idea. Strong and sober. God doesn’t call the qualified he qualifies the called and that certainly has been the case for me. Each step of this journey in General Service from GSR, DCM, Area Chair and Delegate I am asked to do more than I thought I could possibly do. Those were old ideas. General Service asks us to hold a vision beyond our self, our home group, and our immediate recoveries and even beyond the General Service Conference in the us and Canada to carry the message of hope to all suffering alcoholics in the world. Wow!!! And people say the general service is all politics!! The General Service structure was put in place in 1955 after a five-year experiment and approved at the 20th Convention of Alcoholics Anonymous in St. Louis with 5,000 in attendance including Bill W. where the care of AA and its future was turned over to the fellowship. Forums, PRAASAs, Area Assemblies, district and home group meetings are all a part of keeping the membership connected to the General Service Board and our Trustees. The actions of the trustees need to directly reflect a response to the needs of our fellowship. A Delegate, Area Officers, DCMs, GSRs and members of AA groups actively involved in the discussion and decision making through group conscience is a vital part of carrying the message so that we continue to hold the vision of this worldwide fellowship called AA. There is no them and us, there is only us.

Verbatim: A fond Aloha. As I bid you a fond aloha I would like to express my heart-felt gratitude for the honor of service as your delegate for the last two years. General Service has been both an honor and a constant challenge to let go of old limitations. From a baptism by fire at my first General Service Conference to now this has been an amazing transformational experience. Someone asked me, “What do you mean transformational experience?” Words can not describe the journey, only walking the path can. Soon that journey will start a new for our next delegate. As this panel comes to completion and we pass the torch in the spirit of rotation to the next panel I am reminded of the vision our founders Bill W. and Dr. Bob held for the future of AA. The purpose of the General Service Conference is not to perpetuate itself but to facilitate our primary purpose- carrying the message of hope to the suffering alcoholic now and for generations to come. Please encourage and nurture those around you that may step up to the service position you now hold. If others are not showing up, be the one that does show up and lead by example. In my experience those I may have the biggest challenge with also came bearing the biggest gifts even though at the time I may not have wanted to receive it. We all have something of value to bring to the party. We are each a piece of the mosaic that together create this amazing tapestry of our recovering family. Diversity is our strength but respect is also the foundation of that strength. By acknowledging the value each of us brings somehow we are drawn closer together in the solution. Service has demonstrated to me how important showing up and suiting up really is. Mahalo Nui Loa for the amazing opportunity serving as your delegate. My life has and is enriched by the love, support and goodwill of the area. I have felt your aloha as a guest in many of your homes and home groups. I am truly honored to call you family. New Business: -

Proposal: #1  Central North Shore: Sherry verbatim: “Effective with the first assembly of 2010, the registration fees and airfare or ferry travel costs of past Area 17 delegates who chose to attend and participate in Hawaii Area 17 assemblies, will be reimbursed and paid up to a total of $500.00 per assembly. The $500.00 is per assembly, not per delegate. Vehicle rental and shipping costs will not be included for reimbursement. Registration fees will be paid for all past delegates attending. These fees will be deducted from the $500.00 budget per assembly. Past delegates, who choose to, will submit their airplane or ferry travel costs to the Treasurer for reimbursement by the beginning of the second day of the Assembly. Should the total costs exceed the balance remaining after the payment of the registration fees, the Treasurer will divide the remaining monies by the number of past delegates attending, who have submitted reimbursement receipts and distribute the money evenly, regardless of the amount spent by each individual delegate. The $500.00 is a beginning amount subject to the annual budget recommendations of the Finance Committee.”

Tom: We discussed it, the proposal needs adjustment and we don’t know how much we will need in 2010 and would like to see the districts pick up the cost and waive their registration. 6. Brian: I agree with waiving registration fees. I think it is great they are here. I think when we ask them to be here then we should pay. But maybe not for every assembly.

Brian: This will provide something to work with, the first one we couldn’t use, I love the idea of an adhoc committee where all the islands will put this workbook together. If they don’t have a workbook there is other literature available. 7. Paul: I vote yes, a lot of professional people who are alcoholics worked on this stuff. Fear avoids reality. I choose not to live in fear anymore and that’s why we are here, to be of service. We want the hand of AA always to be there. I support the next panel having a document. 8. Jim: I appreciate the need for it, I support an adhoc committee to make it perfect. Like the letters. We need attention to detail. This is a needed document. 9. Shoshanna: I think the draft is a good guide, but when you read the proposal it sounded like it would not be a draft. 10. This is our committee we designed it I invite everyone to join the committee to write it the way you want. 11. Colin: I would hate to start the next chair with nothing. We have beat this thing up. I don’t see any problem starting them off with something. We can tweak it anytime. 12. Judee: We are such alcoholics, saying we have nothing. I picked up some literature about elder committee. Perhaps we should take some time to refine it. To believe we don’t have anything to give the next panel is not true; we are just not there yet. 13. Sue: I would like to propose an amendment to the motion to allow the committee to use this document as a draft and appoint an adhoc committee. 14. Ted: given the external heat I don’t think we need an adhoc committee the panel has reviewed it and they are our trusted servants and they would not have brought it forward without studying it. Proposal #3: Standing Committee Roundtable: Sue: Proposal: We, The committee chairs of Area 17, Panel 57, propose that beginning with panel 57 and, for the good and betterment at our Area, to aid with our work in carrying the message of AA to the alcoholic who may be looking for our help, propose: 

“Starting with the Orientation Assembly of Panel 59 each GSR is assigned to a standing committee. The assignment will be by draw of the hat, will be for the term of the Panel, and only during the Area Assembly. Participation of the GSRs with their Standing Committee should be viewed as a means of brainstorming and helping the Standing Committee Chair with advice on how we can better get our message of recovery to the alcoholic who may need our help. Participation is not mandatory”

Discussion: 1. Old School: I don’t like to be told what to do. But looking at the global issue and trying to get people involved in Maui and the standing committee chair ends up the standing committee of one. I like this proposal and gives us something to kick start the work. 2. Kunane: In favor of this motion. It’s a try out things, if it don’t we can take it out. A lot of times we are very eager to suggest and not to do. If you are put on a committee you don’t like you can move, but gives some direction to those who want it. 3. Elizabeth: A lot of people thought that it would overwhelm the GSR and I wanted to be a part of. I wish I had a purpose and a direction even though I did have one as the conduit to my group. 4. Marsha: I was surprised this wasn’t already implemented because I came through OA to here where it is already implemented there. 5. Holly: As a new GSR in the mainland and I was assigned a new committee every year, I was glad for the direction and a lot of work got done. Knowing I’m on that committee I would be mindful when I’m at meeting and here stuff 5. Jim: My group doesn’t like to do a lot of stuff, I was really frustrated when I would go back to my group and say what I was doing. The strength in the group is the critical point and the GSR should concentrate on the real reason they are here to discuss agenda topics and take the message back. 6. Billy: I came bright eyed and bushy tailed and was assigned hospitals and when I came here I went to the hospital committee and we felt more a part of AA and I felt my district was in support of that. That was 10 years ago. Today none of that is being done and it concerned me. 7. Adina: Someone said districts are responsible to encourage participation by GSR’s but it is not happening so this is good. 8. Coleen: my concern is having Area tell GSR’s what to do, I’m not a fan of the round tables I get a headache every time. Do we have to have to have roundtables? 9. Judee: fellow GSR’s don’t want to be told what to do. Some have said Delegates are assigned and maybe that’s how we get exposed to things, by being assigned to them. It helps to get new ideas, and give direction to new people when starting general service. 10. Nora: Personally I’m for this, But I am voting against it because my group doesn’t want to be assigned they want to choose. Maybe the chairs need to be doing something different. 11. Ed: In the manual it tells us what our duties are and they don’t include standing committees. 12. Cathy: When I started I didn’t know what to do, looking back I wish I had been pulled from the hat and told where to go. Now my experience as a chair is that by the 5th assembly the group got smaller and smaller. I had the same paperwork out and got none of them back. 13. Colin: I was always looking for the easier softer way and you made suggestions. Being in service has stretched my abilities and you make a suggestion and I get to grow and I am all for a starting point. 14. Ermina: I’m for this. We could be actually working on a project instead just talking about the work and talking about the work. 15 Miranda: When we had roundtables we talked about the end of our service and there are a few who didn’t have district chairs, and we said, How much more can we do? We just want the GSR to take the message back.16. Ted: In the 90’s I didn’t really understand things, the mission of area is to inform the delegate and support standing committees. I think the participation is pitiful and this may not be the best solution but I’m in favor of this 17. Alahandra: I don’t want to be assigned to something I’m not comfortable doing. 18. Ally: I like the roundtables, I’m a new GSR and I got a lot of questions answered. Just looking at the charts don’t help, but being assigned would help me get to know things better? My fear is from lack of knowledge. I support this. 19. Paul: We saw the process yesterday, drawing out of the hat; I can’t see why we can’t do that in this. If we just let it happen I think it will work out wonderful. 20. Lisa: I was blessed by becoming a GSR by default. I don’t want to volunteer for fear I will look too zealous, so I’m afraid to pick something so I need to be just placed somewhere so I can be a better person. Just pull something out from the hat and let me see how good it is. 21. Eric: I want to be on corrections and I want to choose. 22. James: This caused a lot of controversy in my group, we want to be open and since this is not mandatory and we don’t have to participate that’s good cause we have a lot on our plates to get the information out. 23.
