Mahalo to all the groups who were able to send contributions to Hawaii Area 17.  Although there are many ways to show gratitude, financial support enables us to communicate with each other, and connects us to A.A. as a whole via our Delegate, Elizabeth.  Our dollars also makes it possible for our area committees to pass on A.A.’s message.  
The General Service Conference theme for 2009 is “Our Commitment to Carry A.A.’s Message- Enthusiasm and Gratitude in Action.”  An article in the February-March 2009 issue of Box 459 quoted a paragraph from page 129 of Language of the Heart: “Now our Conference delegates were able to apply this principle to A.A. as a whole.  The delegates could see far beyond the single A.A. and his particular group.  In a flash, they took in the stark fact that A.A. as a whole must continue to function or else it might well suffer that common penalty of faith without works. Which is: disintegration.”  To put that statement in context, I looked it up.  It was written in June of 1951, two months after the first General Service Conference.  That paragraph ended with: “Of course much work would always have to be done, much responsibility would have to be taken by many.  To A.A. as a whole, every member would need to give a little.”  What was true in 1951, still seems to be true today.
We have already had several large expenses which are typically due in the beginning of the year: GSO support, PRAASA expenses, and Assembly and Committee Meeting airfare and registration fees.  We’ve been able to pay for our expenditures because past panels left us financially able to meet these needs.  As the year progress, it’s my hope that we will at least break even, and start 2010 as financially solvent as past panels have left us. 
This budget is a guide and a tool to help us serve the Hawaii Area.  Soon we will begin the process of drafting a budget for 2010.
