· She will contact Sheree to get an update on transportation and inquire if she is able to continue with that commitment. 
Donna gave an update on Homestays

· Homestay requests are slowly coming in. To date there are 10 requests with registration and 2 via email through the Area website. (It should be noted that only 3 of these requests included actual flight information even though everyone has requested transportation.)
· She is assuming that for 100 total registrants, at least half (50) will require homestay. 
· So far, 20 individuals have offered homestay at their residences for a total of 37 sleeping spots — up to 47 if 2 people are willing to share a queen bed. (Unfortunately, the count includes 6 beds near Pololu Valley overlook, 2 in Papa Bay, and 1 in a treehouse accessible by 4WD off upper Kaloko) We will continue to canvas for homestay volunteers.
· Two individuals have offered cash donations for hotel rooms and others have indicated that they would contribute if additional funds are needed. I will reserve 2 rooms at Uncle Billy’s ($114.54/night/room includes taxes). There is a 72hr cancellation notice required.
Tommy is able to bring 3 hot chafing dishes for food. If there is anything else a group needs for the food let him know ahead of time.
